
What Not To Wear

This skit is a take-off of the hit series on TLC’s  (The Learning Channel) What Not To 

Wear featuring fashion experts, Stacy London and Clinton Kelly.  If you are not familiar 

with it, the actual TV show features Stacy and Clinton babbling back and forth as they go 

through a makeover with a guest who’s been nominated for the show by that guest’s 

“friends”.  During the show, Stacy and Clinton bluntly tell that person how they’ve erred 

in fashion for their body size and body type, give them advice, give the guest a credit 

card to shop on and finish with sending the guest to have a hair and makeover session.  

The catch of the show is that the person has to throw away their entire wardrobe and 

listen to Stacy and Clinton’s advice before they can accept the credit card for a shopping 

spree.  This skit will be just a concise variation of the program. 

 

Characters:  

 
Show Hosts: 

Stacy Lou  

ClinTina (Clin-Teena) 

 

Show Guests:   
Wrinkled Raisin Rosie 

She should have lots of wrinkles in her clothing with a very sloppy appearance.  

Perhaps her slip hanging, hair messed up. 

Stained Up Stella 

She should have lots of bold stains on her clothing with a very sloppy 

appearance.  Use magic marker or paint on the clothes to make the stains visible 

to your guests.  She also should have a disheveled look.  Stella should be carrying 

a large oversized purse with a small mirror inside. 

Mismatching Molly 

Lots of odd colors and patterns worn together. The more outlandish, the better.  

Perhaps a huge belt, bold patterned scarf, and the ugliest purse you can find 

hanging on her shoulder. 

Suggestive Suzy 

She should be wearing a tight t-shirt over her clothes.  Really gaudy make up such 

as very bright shades of eye makeup, blush, and lipstick.  Her hair should be 

styled wildly, tied up with an animal print or bright scarf.  She should be wearing 

large oversized hoop earrings. 

Surrendered Sue 

She should be wearing a suit, looking clean, neat, tailored, and modest.  She 

should have that all-together look. 

 

Announcer: 

This person should have a good speaking voice, as they will be announcing the show and 

ending with a little blurb on what’s coming up on the next episode of What Not To Wear. 

 



Props: 

Park Scene 

Use a few potted trees and plants, or anything to make it look like a park.  Be sure 

to include a bench (3 chairs side by side would do in a pinch). 

Shopping Scene 

Use a freestanding clothes hanging rack, table with clothes folded on it, and a 

large sale sign.  The clothes should have among it several skimpy items such as 

tiny bathing suits, tube tops, tiny mid drift shirts, and at least one XXX large 

outfit such as an oversized jumper or a Men’s Big and Tall size pair of pants and 

also at least one tiny size mini skirt. 

 

• Please Note:  What Not To Wear will be abbreviated throughout with WNTW. 

• The words that are all capitalized within the dialogue itself should be 

emphasized. 

• On the TV show, Stacy and Clinton are known for their singsong babbling and 

way of finishing each other’s sentences so the chatter between Stacy Lou and 

ClinTina should flow. 
 

Stacy Lou and ClinTina are on their set.  Stacy Lou has a remote control in her hand. 

 

ANNOUNCER:   On today’s episode of WNTW, our fashion consultants, Stacy Lou and 

ClinTina help several ladies sort out their failing fashion no-no’s.  Wait until you find out 

what these ladies all have in common! 

 

STACY LOU:  We want to welcome you to this special episode of WNTW.  Today we 

not only have one guest but we’ll be taking a peek at four ladies with various FASHION 

FO PAS. 

 

CLINTINA:  We have been secretly filming these ladies for two weeks while they went 

about their daily routines.  

 

STACYLOU:  All the time not knowing we were watching in on them.  Let’s take a 

peek, SHALL WE?  Our first lady’s name is Wrinkled Raisin Rosie. (Stacy Lou clicks 

remote control as in turning on the video.) 

 

PARK SCENE:   
 

Wrinkled Raisin Rosie enters and walks around like she is going about her day with a 

stroll through the park while Stacy Lou and ClinTina are talking.  You could have her 

pretending to be walking her dog, pretending to read a book for a few minutes, or just 

strolling by.  She stops  to pull up her skirt and pat and straighten her wrinkled clothes 

all with that attitude that says she thinks she looks good.  She then sits briefly  on the 

bench in a very unladylike fashion.  She then stands and sniffs a few times under each of 

her underarms. 

 

 



CLINTINA:   Rosie is quite a character. 

 

STACYLOU:  Indeed!  Look!  LOOK AT THAT OUTFIT!  I’m just wondering how she 

got her clothes so wrinkled.  What did she do?  ROLL DOWN A HILL?! 

 

CLINTINA:  One thing, Wrinkled Raisin Rosie’s clothes have that JUST SLEPT IN 

LOOK! 

 

Wrinkled Raisin Rosie turns around in a twirl and  primps for a moment and then leaves 

the set. 

 

 

STACY LOU:  Let’s go on to our next unwitting participant, SHALL WE? 

 

Stained up Stella enters.  While Stacy and ClinTina are talking, She comes strolling by, 

and fumbles around in a large oversized purse and pulls out a small mirror.  She looks 

into it and picks at her teeth for several seconds, smiles brightly with an over 

exaggerated grin, then puts it back into her purse.  She walks around a little pausing here 

and there.  She also sits briefly on the bench in a very unladylike position.  She stands 

and keeps scratching her stomach then her back. 

 

CLINTINA:  This is Stained Up Stella. 

 

STACY LOU:  I think Stained Up Stella needs glasses or something.  Can’t she see those 

stains on her clothes? 

 

CLINTINA:  (Leaning forward as if to look closely) That big one is spaghetti sauce, isn’t 

it? 

 

STACY LOU:  Well, I don’t know.  WHICH big stain would you be talking about , 

ClinTina?  There’s SO many! 

 

Stained Up Stella turns around in a twirl and primps for a moment and then leaves the 

set. 

 

STACY LOU:  Well, let’s move on to more of our secret footage, SHALL WE?  

 

Mismatching Molly enters and walks across the set.  While Stacy Lou and ClinTina are 

talking, Molly seems to be obsessed with her hair and keeps flipping it back and playing 

with it.  She decides to do a little work out in the park and does a few toe touches and 

stretches in exaggerated fashion, all the while pushing her hair back into place (like she 

thinks she looks pretty).  She too sits briefly on the bench in a very unladylike fashion.  

She eventually lies all the way down on the bench doing leg lifts in the air with one of her 

legs. 

 

 



CLINTINA:  Our next gal’s name is Mismatching Molly. 

 

STACY LOU:  This lady just MAKES you wonder what people are thinking when they 

leave their homes and go out into PUBLIC! 

 

CLINTINA:  Perhaps they are NOT thinking!! 

 

STACY LOU:  Stacy Lou leans forward as if looking more closely while Mismatching 

Molly is exercising.  I wonder if she actually THINKS that her outfit looks good? (Looks 

back to audience.  In a more serious tone).  Let’s just insert here that some patterns do 

work and go good together. 

 

Stacy and ClinTina look back at Molly and then back at each other. 

 

STACY LOU AND CLINTINA: (In Unison) NOT THESE!! 

 

CLINTINA:  Well, you can certainly spot Mismatching Molly in a crowd! 

 

Molly stands up, flips her hair, twirls around and leaves the set. 

 

STACY LOU:  ClinTina, You can easily spot EACH of our ladies that have been on our 

secret footage today.  She uses her remote to click off the footage as Molly walks off the 

set. 

 

CLINTINA:  Amen to that!   

 

STACY LOU:  Folks, you’ll never believe what these three ladies have in common! 

 

CLINTINA:  ALL THREE of these women are…Drum roll please… 

 

Stacy Lou and ClinTina look at each other, and then face the audience to blurt out in 

unison. 

 

STACY LOU AND CLINTINA:  ..…CHRISTIAN WOMEN!! 

 

STACY LOU:  That’s a right folks. All three of these ladies go out facing the world, 

looking like they do, and they are part of a ROYAL FAMILY…a ROYAL family. 

 

CLINTINA:  I don’t think that’s what it means in the Bible, when it says A PECULIAR 

PEOPLE! 

 

STACY LOU:  Me either, ClinTina.  But you know what, we DO have some good news 

to share.  After seeing the secret footage and having examined themselves a little more 

closely in light of the fact that they are representing the cause of Christ, all three of these 

ladies had a change of heart. 

 



CLINTINA:  Taking a look in that 380 degree mirror can sure change your perspective. 

 

STACY LOU:  SURE CAN! 

 

 

 

NOTE:  If you want a shorter version, you could end the skit at this point.  This 

would be a great place to give an application of self-examining, not only for your 

outside but your heart as well. 

 

 

STACY LOU:  Besides, those three Christian ladies who graced us with their presence on 

WNTW, we had another lady whose friends thought she needed a little attention.  She is a 

Christian too.  She had several FASHION FO PAS that she was touting but was able to 

overcome them with not just our advice, but also God’s help and a little soul searching. 

 

CLINTINA:  That’s right, Stacy Lou.  Now she LOOKS the part of being a Christian. 

 

STACY LOU:  Before she was wandering around with clothes that were just a 

little…ummm…. SUGGESTIVE…could we say? 

 

CLINTINA: (with a grimaced face) TIGHT!!   Whew! (With a more serious tone) In her 

defense, I must say her name WAS Suggestive Suzy. 

 

STACY LOU:  Well, I’m not even sure SUZY was wearing (in a hushed whisper 

stuttering to the point)…a…a…a...BRA! 

 

CLINTINA:  The problem is…no one had ever taught her how to dress AFTER she 

became a Christian. 

 

STACY LOU:  Let’s take a look at our reactions when Suggestive Suzy came to town 

and we sent her out on a shopping trip. 

 

CLINTINA:  She’s supposed to be following our rules of what’s appropriate for her body 

build, and being a Christian.  She was instructed to choose appropriately where modesty 

is concerned but also the styles and colors for her body type and skin tones. 

 

STACY LOU:  Let’s take a look at how she did. 

 

 

SHOPPING SCENE:  

 

Stacy uses remote to pretend to click on the footage.  While Suggestive Suzy enters, Stacy 

Lou and ClinTina move to another spot on the set for their next conversation as if they 

are part of the footage.  Suggestive Suzy pretends to be shopping.  

 



STACY:  (While Suzy holds up a little tiny miniskirt).  What is that she has in her hand? 

 

CLINTINA:  Is that a SKIRT? 

 

STACY LOU:  I’m not sure.  (Giggles)  Maybe she’s shopping for her FOUR YEAR 

OLD! 

 

Suzy puts the skirt down and looks around more. 

 

CLINTINA:  Oh look, she’s moving on to something else. 

 

STACY LOU:  (As Suzy holds up a very large item, such as an oversized jumper or 

pants that look like a pair of Men’s Big and Tall).  Now she’s going in the other 

extreme!! 

 

They continue to watch Suzy while she picks up some really unattractive and skimpy 

pieces of clothing.  Stacy and Clinton babble back and forth to each other for each thing 

Suzy touches with Oooooh!  Eeeeeh!!!  Woe!! Adding in various expressions of 

exasperation. 

 

CLINTINA:  Oh Stacy, (covers eyes with hands) I can’t look anymore! 

 

STACY LOU:  Me either!!  (She pretends to click off the footage with the remote.) 

 

As Suggestive Suzy leaves the set, Stacy Lou and ClinTina walk back to their original 

spot, talking as they walk. 

 

STACY LOU:  Well, we don’t have to look anymore, because Suggestive Suzy is no 

longer with us.  She has changed her name to (joyfully) SURRENDERED SUE!! 

 

CLINTINA:  Come on out Sue! 

 

Surrendered Sue enters (looking nothing like her former self as she is played by a whole 

different individual than Suggestive Suzy☺).  She enters with a confident walk and big 

smile. 

 

STACY LOU:  Well, Sue.  How do you feel? 

 

SURRENDERED SUE:  Great!  I feel like a whole DIFFERENT person! 

 

CLINTINA:  Well, you look great! 

 

SURRENDERED SUE:  Oh, Stacy Lou and ClinTina.  I’m so grateful for what you’ve 

helped me with. (Begins wiping eyes to hold back tears). 

 



STACY LOU:  Well, YOU did it.  It takes YOU to make a change.  God will give you 

the strength and courage to work on those areas that need worked on. 

 

CLINTINA:  Just look at you.  You are modest, clean, and neat; the way a Christian lady 

should be. 

 

STACY LOU:  So do you think you’ll ever go back to the way you were dressing before? 

 

SURRERED SUE:  (Emphatically) No! I’m never going back.  I’ve SURRENDERED 

my way over to God’s way. 

 

CLINTINA:  Well, that’s wonderful…(looking to audience) and that’s our show for 

today. 

 

STACY LOU:  So folks, make sure you follow the biblical admonitions where modesty 

is concerned. 

 

CLINTINA:  And not only that, but dress clean and neat if you are representing Christ.  If 

we are Christians, we should please Christ in everything we do, even our clothing 

choices. 

 

STACY LOU:  If you don’t, you may find yourself on… 

 

Stacy Lou and ClinTina look at each other.  Then back at audience. 

 

STACY LOU AND CLINTINA:  WHAT NOT TO WEAR!! 

 

ANNOUNCER:  Don’t forget to join us next time for our guest, Dirty Clothes 

Clementine.   She wears those hamper style clothes and makes even Stacy Lou and 

ClinTina thankful for a little Lysol Spray! 
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
